You must be aware that organising a conference in Paris, moreover at the Sorbonne University in September, is not without its harsh constraints due to a double shortage:

· Conference room capacity constraint: be aware that we have no more than 100 seats at disposal so that the registration list has to be closed with the 100th registered participant. The 101st candidate (and further) to registration could not be guaranteed a seat at the conference plenary room and should be rejected. Therefore a short deadline for registration is fixed to avoid overcrowding.
