The North American Association of Sports Economists (NAASE) is again organizing sports economics sessions at the Western Economic Association International (WEAI) conference.  This year, the NAASE sessions will be held jointly with the International Association of Sports Economists (IASE).  The conference will be held June 29 to July 3 in Portland, Oregon.
